When you adopt-a-precinct, as precinct captain you will schedule volunteers to staff the polling site, contact the municipal clerk prior to Election Day to schedule a time to set up the Kids Voting area, pick up Kids Voting materials form election central prior to election Day, and deliver the Kids Voting materials to Election Central after the polls close.

Precincts require workers to cover regular polling site hours—most polling sites open at 7 a.m. (others open at 8 or 9 a.m.) and all sites close at 8 p.m.  At least two volunteers should be assigned to the polling site from 7 a.m.—9 a.m. and from 2 p.m.—8 p.m. (one volunteer during school hours should be sufficient).  If, as a precinct captain, you are not able to staff the site from 9 a.m.—2 p.m., you can arrange to have ballots available for students who may come to the sites during that time.  School schedules vary so you may have kindergarten students, early release high school students, etc., during this time.  Length of shifts depends on your volunteers.
