Eligibility-The program is open to manufacturers in Brown, Door, Florence, Kewaunee, Manitowoc, Marinette, Oconto and Shawano counties.  Nominees must be manufacturing companies headquartered in these counties or with significant operations located there.  Previous award winners are encouraged to apply in other award categories in subsequent years and in the category for which they have received an award in the third subsequent year.

Award Categories- Awards are based on company size:  Small (1-99 employees); Medium (100-299 employees); and Large (300 or more employees), All participants will be considered for one of these award categories.  Additional information may be added to the submission for companies wishing to be considered for the Export award.  The judge’s panel will have the option to present Judge’s Choice awards at their discretion.
